Pull down menus:

a. File – attach, detach, detach all, reload, save as, project

b. Edit – modify, move, scale, rotate, mirror, warp, square, merge/crop, corridor, clip, unclip, modify clip, cut, copy, paste, color table.

c. Display – references, bring to front, send to back, bring forward, send back, raster viewing – four options.

d. Settings – attachment, update sequence.

e. Tools – color mask, cut/copy/paste, touch-up.

f. Utilities – none.

g. Help – contents, about descartes.
